BrainTrust at MIT is a young organization entering its second full year of service.  For the upcoming term, the Brain Trust executive committee is planning several events and ongoing projects for the betterment of humanity.  


First off, we will be presenting three panels/presentations on Alzheimer’s, Parkinson's, and brain tumors.  The events will be recorded and edited for broadcast purposes.  The costs will include $200 for speaker expenses (necessary presentation materials/equipment for 9 speakers), $120 advertisement, $500 for cost of recording processing the presentations, and $50 for tape distribution (see http:\\web.mit.edu\av\www\newprices1-98\prices1.htm).


We will also be working on assembling a Medical Information Database online for patient/doctor access.  To this end, we will need $30 for letters, stamps, etc (in communicating with doctors).



We are also going to setup an Information Desk at Beth-Isreal Hospital to help patients with neurological diseases.  The expense will include transportation of volunteers to site ($60 over the course of the term).


Finally, we will be offering various workshops during Orientation and RUSH, for which we need $150 for promos, advertisements, and equipment.  In the interests of long term saving money, we are asking for money to buy two Button Machines(and parts) for $200 total, so we can make our own buttons for promotion and fundraising, instead of ordering them in future events. 


We have accomplished all our goals for our first active year, including a Kinesiology workshop, two interdisciplinary panels, and background research for the planned doctor/patient web database.   We look forward to another rewarding year.
