Constitution of the MIT BrainTrust

The goals of the MIT BrainTrust are:

· To provide a forum to encourage communication between patients with neurological impairments, neurological clinicians, and researchers.

· To provide patients with neurological impairments with information resources to potentially further the quality of their lives.

· To promote awareness of various neurological issues in and beyond the MIT community.

   Membership is open to the entire MIT community.  Voting membership shall be granted to anyone who requests it and has attended at least 50% of the meetings that term.  No dues will be required.  Meetings will be called by the President several times a month and announcements of such shall be posted on campus bulletin boards and the BrainTrust electronic mailing list.  All meetings shall be open to the entire MIT community.  A minimum of 50% of the eligible voting membership must be present to elect officers or amend the constitution; these voters must be registered MIT students in order to vote for officers or amendments.  All amendments must be approved by the ASA.  Elections shall be by preferential ballot.  Amendments to the constitution and other decisions shall require the approval of a majority of the votes.  A minimum of four eligible voters, whom must be registered MIT students, must be present to vote on any decisions.   A president and treasurer, who must be MIT students, shall be elected by quorum each year during the last week of April for the following academic year. The president shall preside over meetings, appoint committees as necessary, and act as official representative of the BrainTrust.   The president will also record the attendance of each meeting, conduct correspondence, and maintain an up-to-date directory of members and their voting eligibility.  The treasurer shall be responsible for conducting the financial transactions of the organization, maintaining records of the organization's finances, and assuming the duties of the president in the event that the president is unable to perform them.  Should an officer resign prior to the April election, a new officer will be elected at the first possible meeting.

MIT BrainTrust agrees to abide by the rules and regulations of the Association of Student Activities and its executive committee.  This constitution, amendments to it, and the by-laws (if adopted in the future) of this organization shall be subject to review by the ASA Executive Committee to insure that they are in accordance with the aforementioned rules and regulations.
