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Class Donation Competition a Resounding Success

As introduced by Bob Aspell ‘06 in the last Peck, last Fall the PKT pledge
classes of 2005-2009 started a competition to see 1) which class could raise the
Highest Donations and 2) which class had the Highest Participation. We split
the classes into two groups: Pledge Classes of 2005, 2006, and 2007 competed
against each other as ‘Recent Grads’ while Pledge Classes of 2008 and 2009
went head to head as ‘Fresh Grads’. Their collective response to the challenge
has been amazing and illustrates their generosity, pledge class pride, and ongo-
ing commitment to ‘giving expecting nothing thereof.’

Class participation was set as a key goal so that classes could unite in
their giving. Some alumni were just starting their first jobs or were attending
grad school, so we emphasized the value of participating even at very modest
levels. The competition organizers felt that a $5 per month donation was man-
ageable even for graduate students and new entrants to the workforce. While
large donations are obviously welcome/encouraged, small-but-regular donations
really make a difference for the house.

Among the ‘Recent Grads,’ the Pledge Class of 2007 (whose efforts
were led by Bo Feng *07) was first to attain 100% participation of all 11 of their
alumni brothers. Starting in the Fall, brother after brother encouraged each other
to join in supporting the house, and in March, the final 2007 brother made his
annual donation. This is the first time in my memory that an entire pledge class
has made donations to the house! It is quite an achievement, and while many
classes will claim to be the “best class ever,” the ‘07’s put their money where
their mouths were. Moreover, all but one of them signed up for recurring auto-
matic donations, so they will remain a highly supportive class for years to come.

Not to be outdone, the Pledge Class of 2006 (led by Bob Aspell *06)
sounded the alarm and subsequently mustered the final brothers in their class to
also reach 100% participation by May. Though they were 2™ place in the race to
100% Participation, the Pledge Class of 2006 took 1% prize for the Highest Do-
nations, raising over $1400 this year.

The Pledge Class of 2005 didn’t win either category, but its active
donors should be recognized as having consistently and generously supported the
house with donations and time over the years.

Among the ‘Fresh Grads’ of 2008 and 2009, the Pledge Class of 2008
ended up having both higher participation and donations. With more students
and fresher school debt, the lower participation/donations numbers were ex-
pected. Nevertheless, both classes achieved a high degree of class participation
surpassing nearly any other pledge class outside of *05-09.

The financial impact of the *05-°09 Class Competition will be sus-
tained for many years, due to an emphasis on regular giving and the automatic
donations plans. As opposed to a one-time bump in donations, these brothers
were encouraged to commit sustainable levels of giving, and 29 of the brothers
signed up for recurring donations (either via Stewart Howe or PayPal); many of
those brothers will donate even more during this coming Fiscal Year!

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PKT Accreditation Program

Background

Mass Eta has recently sought accreditation under both PKT National and
MIT AILG programs. Both organizations have a vested interest in the long term
future of our fraternity at MIT. The MIT AILG accreditation program was
started by area alumni who wanted to show their commitment to a healthy com-
munity of Fraternities, Sororities and Independent Living Groups at MIT.

The accreditation topics include occupancy & membership, recruitment &
retention, house government, member development, financial management,
behavioral & judicial, and safety & physical plant.

By earning accreditation with both bodies, we are certifying that the house
is well run and consistent with the ideals of both MIT and PKT. We are also
showing responsibility and the ability to self-govern. It is also a condition of our
continued affiliation with both of these organizations.

The Need for an Alumni Advisor Board

Every year at Mass Eta, new brothers enter the house and older brothers
graduate, such that every 4 years the house brotherhood has completely different
membership than 4 years prior. With such frequent turnover, gaps in house
knowledge can develop. Ideally, officers help train their successors during the
month or two after elections, but the transfer of knowledge is frequently incom-
plete. The Alumni Board has appointed Alumni Advisory Chairs to help under-
graduate officers by providing perspective and experience in serving the house.

The undergraduate are still expected to carry the same responsibilities of their
offices, but the Alumni Advisory Chairs are meant to provide advice and serve
as a point of accountability.

Currently Mass Eta chapter has identified at least 4 alumni advisors: Alex
Hsu 09, Bo Feng ‘07, Buddy Michini ‘07, and Derek Wu *06. They each
bring much enthusiasm and experience to the Advisory Chair program. They
were all noted for their service to the house during their undergraduate years,
and the Board appreciates their embrace of this new opportunity to serve. If you
have any tips or funny/cautionary tales that you think their undergraduate coun-
terparts would appreciate, please contact the Chairs and pass on what you know,
too! You don’t have to be local to participate, and the interaction frequency can
be as little as monthly contact with the undergraduate officer. If you are inter-
ested please contact a member of the board or email Erik Hjerpe
(EHjerpe@]l1id.com) for details.

Below is a description of the PKT Alumni Board, as recommended by
MIT and PKT national. Again, if you are interested in being a part of
the Advisory board, please contact any member of the alumni board, or
email Erik Hjerpe (EHjerpe@l1id.com).

1. Purpose of Alumni Advisory
* To provide guidance for active chapter officers, to lend a helping
hand when problems arise, and to hold officers accountable for
fulfilling their duties.
* To serve as additional links between the chapter leadership and
the Alumni Board and alumni brotherhood.
* To act as advisors, recognizing their role as an adjunct in an
educational process and not as dictators.
* To provide the brothers with historical perspective on how their
jobs were done in the past; providing best practices and learning
from prior mistakes.
* To help with the interpretation of house traditions and ideals.
* To provide continuity. The undergraduate members are only in
the house for three years. Alumni advisors know the past — to-
gether the undergraduate members and Alumni can manage the
present and prepare for the future.

2. Activity of Advisory Chairs
* Advisory Chairs will be appointed by Alumni Board vote annu-
ally from among the alumni brothers of Mass Eta of Phi Kappa
Theta.
* Advisory Chairs should ideally meet their undergraduate officer
face-to-face at least once each year, and will meet via phone/
video/in-person at least twice each term to discuss the undergradu-
ate officer’s duties, plans, and questions.
* Advisory Chairs will report to the Alumni Board at least once
per term on their interactions.
* Advisory Chairs and their undergraduate counterparts will docu-
ment their meetings and try to preserve lessons for future officers
and Advisory Chairs.

3. List of Advisory Chairs
* Presidents Advisory Chair (Alex Hsu 09)
Chair held by a former House President
Counterpart is the current President chair

Suggested duties: Discuss house meeting proceedings,
constitution, executive committee organization, and
leadership issues

* National Advisory Chair (Bo Feng ’07)
Chair held by a former Personnel Director
Counterparts are the current Personnel Director and
Accreditation chair
Suggested duties: Help with accreditation process, dis-
cuss relationship with National, develop direct relation-
ship with National organization

* Facilities Advisory Chair (TBD)
Chair held by a former House Manager
Counterpart is the active House Manager

* Financial Advisory Chair (Buddy Michini *07)
Chair held by a former VP and/or Treasurer of the
House.
Counterpart is the active House Treasurer
Suggested duties: Discuss house contract, housebill,
collections, budget, bank accounts

* Spiritual Advisory Chair (Derek Wu 06)
Counterpart is an active brother
Suggested duties: Help organize the Spiritual Develop-
ment Program

4. Oversight

Alumni Chair
The undergraduate Alumni Chair will track the Advisory
Chair meetings and ensure the sufficient meetings are
taking place. Also, he will be available to the active
officers regarding feedback to pass on to the Alumni
Board regarding the Chairs’ interactions.

Alumni Board
The Alumni Board will review Advisory Chair activities
at least once per term when they present their report to
the Board.
